If done as a group activity, Task 4 provides an opportunity to observe 
learners as they interact with each other in order to come to a decision. 
The process is deliberately open-ended. The practitioner is encouraged to 
observe the process with performance descriptors for Competency F in 
hand in order to assess learner behaviour. 

If Task 4 is done as an individual activity, practitioners should look for the 
learner's logic in deciding whether or not to take a trip north based on 
their answers to Task 3.
