· continuing care assistant
· emergency medical care assistant
· emergency medical care attendant (non-paramedical)
· emergency medical responder (non-paramedical)

Task 2: List three places where nurse aides, orderlies and patient service associates may be employed.
Answer: They are employed in hospitals, nursing homes, assisted care facilities for the elderly and other health care establishments. Emergency medical care attendants are employed by private ambulance services, urgent care centers or other health facilities.

Task 3: What is the educational requirement for this job? 
Answer: Secondary school completion and a college program in nursing orderly or health care aide is typically required.  Completion of specialized courses such as CPR and First Aid may be required.
